About PEEC...

The enjoyment and study of nature and natural systems is a focus point for us at PEEC. Our proximity to 200,000 acres
of public lands, including the Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area (DWGNRA), numerous state parks, for-
ests and game lands offers a world of opportunities for all of our guests to explore:

A shady hemlock gorges,

A the scenic Delaware River,

A diverse lowland and upland forests, yelds, ponds, streams & waterfalls,
A the unique pora and fauna found in boreal bogs,

A a quarry containing 400 million year-old fossils.

Where is PEEC...

PEEC is located on the Pocono Plateau in northeastern Pennsylvania. The campus is situated within the boundaries of
the Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area (DEWA/NRA), twenty miles southwest of the tri-state junction of
New York, New Jersey and Pennsylvania. PEEC is accessible by car, train or bus and is only 2 hours travel from major
metropolitan centers including New York City, Philadelphia, Newark and Trenton.

PEEC People...

PEEC employs ten permanent employees, ten to yfteen intern/environmental educators and a varying number of sup-
plemental resource persons to facilitate all programs and daily operations. Staff members are warm, friendly, highly
motivated, educated and well trained professionals available to assist you in planning and delivering a successful pro-
gram.
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Program Opportunities...

PEEC is an ideal place for both formal and non-formal, academic programs, conferences, corporate teambuilding,
retreats, short-term institutes and workshops. PEEC staff will design the program to yt your groupds speciyc needs.
PEEC activities can also be scheduled and utilized to supplement your existing program.

Academic - Individualized education programs for adults, school students, scouts, church, and youth groups can be
arranged for one, two, three or more days and nights. These programs combine educational, recreational and social
activities that provide a well-rounded experience for all participants.

Workshops - Public workshops provide both personal and professional development opportunities for educators,
naturalists, parents and the general public and are scheduled throughout the year at PEEC. Topics include: birding,
botany, wildpowers, nature photography, yeld natural history, and outdoor recreation.

In-service credit — Teachers enrolling in PEEC workshops may be eligible to receive in-service credit for maintaining
and/or sustaining certiycation.

Family Programs - Day-long and Weekend getaways designed for familes are scheduled throughout the year.
Family oriented activities include; canoeing, orienteering, natural history, swimming, crafts, cross country skiing,
hiking and yeld trips to local area of interest. PEEC is also a great place to plan your next family reunion!

Scout Badge Programs - Fulyll boy and girl scout badge requirements at PEEC.
Elderhostel - Week-long programs in yeld natural history and leisure pursuits for seniors (and their grandchildren).

Teambuilding - PEEC staff will lead your group through our challenge/adventure courses. Groups learn to work
together and build on success or failure resulting from their effortsé promoting self-conydence and teamwork.

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PEEC PROGRAM FACILITIES

Housing...

Cabins T Guests are housed in PEECGs cabins which can comfortably sleep 2 1 16 persons on wooden bunk beds
with camp-type mattresses. Cabins have heat, electricity and private bathroom facilities. Guests can either bring
their own sleeping bags and linens or rent a complete set of linens for their stay. Participants are asked to leave their
living units clean and well ordered.

Guest Lodges — Two new duplex style Guest Lodges which can comfortably sleep 20 — 40 persons on bunk beds
with camp-type mattresses are now available. Guest Lodges have semi-private rooms for dchaperonesd, heat, electricity
and private bathroom facilities. Guest Lodges meet ADA standards.

Duplex Cabins T PEECGs 4 new duplex cabins sleep up to 6 guests on each side. Each side has heat, electricity,
bunk beds and private bathroom. Two of the duplex cabins are also ADA accessible.

Group Tenting Area — Includes 5 tent platforms with tents that comfortably sleep 6 persons/tent. Tent site is located
in a spruce and pine forest and is a short walk to/from main campus facilities.

Yurt Village & Bathhouse T PEECGs new Yurts are circular, canvas-covered structures that have plywood sub-poors,
wood lattice walls, windows and skylight. The Yurts are furnished with bunk beds, heat, electricity and ceiling fans.
The village has 4 Yurts that sleep up to 8 guests in each structure and 3 larger Yurts that sleep up to 12 guests each.
Four of the Yurts are also ADA accessible. A new, heated bathhouse completes the village!

Food Service...

Meals are prepared by a professional food service staff and are served buffet style in the new dining hall. Special di-
etary needs will be addressed when PEEC is notiyed 3 weeks prior to your visit. Participants are asked to set, serve and
clean their tables.

Dining Hall...

PEECd&s new multi-purpose dining hall is open for both dining and program events and is centrally located

within a short walking distance of all cabins and meeting areas. The dining hall is a 6naturald choice for your special
events in the Poconos and boasts several award-winning, 6Greend strategies incorporated in its design, construction and
function. The dining hall is a 3600 sg.ft. multi-purpose facility, seating 250 persons. Catering services are available.

Indoors...

The Main Building is the hub of activity at PEEC housing a large meeting area for presentations and gatherings,
three classrooms, administrative ofyces, educational displays and book store. Classrooms are equipped with tables,
chairs, chalkboards and write-on/off boards. Slide, power point, dvd and cd equipment is also available. The Nature
Lodge at PEEC offers an additional meeting space for activities and indoor events. Internet access in our area of the
Poconos can be erratic from time to time; however, wireless internet access is now available in the Main Building.

Outdoors...

PEEC0s 38 acre campus is situated in the middle of the 67, 000 acre Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area
and is surrounded by an additional 70, 000 acres of public land...giving our guests access to an enormous outdoor
classroom. PEEC programs and activities take full advantage of the opportunities afforded us by location alone.
Depending on the season, visitors can canoe or ysh (with valid PA license) on PEEC ponds or cross-country ski
through towering pine forests. Currently, there are two low-ropes courses, two challenge courses, three orienteering
courses, two sensory trails, 12 miles of hiking trails, a log cabin, craft center, several picnic areas, two campyre rings
and a number of outdoor teaching venues, including a new pavilion and gazebo.

PEEC ACTIVITY DESCRIPTIONS...

(E=Elementary ~ M=Middle School ~ S=Secondary ~ A=All)
(Most lessons run 1.5 hrs. Optimum group size is 12-15.)
SCIENCE/NATURAL HISTORY

Forest Ecology (A) T Learn about the structure of a forest, the importance of food webs and energy pow within the
forest ecosystem. Various activities encourage exploration and identiycation of connections within forest habitats.

Geology (A) — Participants will learn about the geologic history and processes that have shaped this region.
Stream Ecology (A) — Ecological study of a local stream. Includes explorations of stream organisms and hydrology.

Botany (A) — Delve into the fabulous, intriguing, and beautiful world of plants!
Soil Ecology (S) — Investigate the origin of soil and the importance of soil to whole ecosystems.
Wildlife Study (A) — Explore the world of wildlife through hands-on learning inside and outside of the classroom.

Pond Ecology (A) — Two ponds on campus provide a perfect opportunity for studying aquatic creatures. This activity
focuses on the different habitats in a pond and the creatures adapted to living within each habitat.
Interpretive Hikes (A) T The PEEC campus contains 5 hiking trails ranging in length and difyculty.

Night Hike (M/S) — Students will take a hike in the dark and learn about night vision and nocturnal animals.

Bat Study (A) — This lesson will cover the myths and misconceptions about bats and show students how important
these creatures are to humans.

Tracking and Stalking (A) — Practice the art of tracking and stalking wild animals in this class!

Ornithology (S) — Learn about the diversity among bird species and the unique adaptations these creatures have
developed and observe many different species of birds by using binoculars and a yeld guide.

Astronomy (M/S) — Study the stars, the moon and the planets in the night sky during this indoor/outdoor class.
Winter Ecology (A) — Participants learn about adaptations that plants and animals have developed in order to keep
them alive in the winter. Other topics may include winter tree identiycation and snow studies.
ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES

Air Quality (A) - Learn about air quality topics such as acid rain and ground level ozone.

Water Quality Assessment (S) — An extended stream study class geared toward understanding the biological, physical
and chemical characteristics of a local stream.

Watershed Ecology (M/S) T Understand the concept of a watershed through classroom and yeld activities.

Global Climate Change (M,S) — Global Climate Change is all over the media, but what does it really mean?
Sustainable Living Strategies (a.k.a. “Go Green!”) (A) — Learn about reducing consumption and waste. Discuss the
three Ros and how to implement them.

Town Meeting (M,S) — Simulate a meeting of community members with different interests for a piece of land.

Leave No Trace Practices (“LNT”) (A) — Learn the “Principles” of LNT and participate in interactive, participatory
activities that will help participants to understand how to implement them.
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RECREATION

Canoeing (A) — An introduction to canoeing basics (equipment, safety and paddling techniques) followed by a pad-
dling adventure on one of PEEC0s ponds. Available May through October.

Hikes (A) - See description under Science/ Natural History programs.
Orienteering (M/S) T Students are taught how to use a map and compass to ynd various points in the woods.

Cross-Country Skiing (M/S) — An introductory lesson in basic techniques, safety and equipment, followed by a ski
tour through PEECGs pine plantations. Shoes and skis are included in this session.

Campfire (A) T A PEEC staff person will prepare your campyre. Somores are available upon request for a small fee.

ARTS IN NATURE

Nature Journaling (A) — Participants are encouraged to write or draw about their experiences in nature. Make or
bring journals and use them to record observations, explorations and values about the natural world.

Environmental Art (A) — A wide range of crafts are possible here. The focus will be on using natural materials or
reusing household materials to create works of art or functional items such as journals, birdfeeders, or decorations.
INTERACTIVE ACTIVITIES

Teambuilding (A) — A series of challenges which promote team building, cooperation and decision making within a
group. Participants must work together in order to accomplish the task with minimal help from teachers or staff.

Confidence Course (M/S) T Increase your conydence level and develop trust between group members.

New Games (A) — These games provide participants with a fun way to work on group cooperation, coordination and
concentration!

Wildlife Games (A) — Play a variety of games in order to learn biological concepts as well as interact with peers.
Focus will be placed on learning about habitats, limiting factors, predator/prey relationships and animal adaptations.

Sensory Awareness (E/M) T Activities that will build conydence and trust while promoting the use of senses, especial-
ly the senses that they typically do not rely on.

Discover PEEC Scavenger Hunt (E) — Get to know PEEC by going on a scavenger hunt. A great way for visitors to
become familiar with their new surroundings!

Child’s Park (A) — A 1.5 mile walk along the Dingmans Creek to enjoy scenic views, cascading waterfalls and an his-
toric wool mill.

Delaware Water Gap (M/S) — A geographic phenomena, referred to as the “eighth wonder of the world,” where the
Delaware River has cut a path through the Kittatinny Mountain Ridge.

Dingmans and Raymondskill Falls (A) — Majestic waterfalls located in the Delaware Water Gap National
Recreation Area.

Grey Towers (A) — Tour the home of the early conservationist, Gifford Pinchot, former governor of Pennsylvania
and founder of the U.S. Forest Service.

Rock Quarry (A) — Atrip to a local active rock quarry to hunt for fossils.

FROM NEW YORK CITY: (Route 15 Northbound)

Take Interstate 80 West. Take New Jersey Exit #34B for Route 15 N, Sparta. Route 15 will converge with Route
206 N. Continue on Route 206 until you cross Milford Bridge ($.75 toll) into PA. Turn left onto Route 209 S.
Continue on Route 209 S for 7.9 miles. Turn right onto Briscoe Mountain Rd. Turn right at the yrst stop sign onto
Emery Rd. PEEC will be on the right.

FROM NEW YORK STATE: (Interstate 84 Westbound)

Take Interstate 84 West. Take Exit 46 in PA toward Milford. Turn left off the exit onto US-6, which will converge
with Route 209 S. Drive through downtown Milford and continue on Rt. 209 S about 15.3 miles. Turn right onto
Briscoe Mountain Rd. Turn right at the yrst stop sign onto Emery Rd. PEEC will be on the right.

FROM SCRANTON, PA: (Interstate 84 Eastbound)

Take Lordés Valley Exit, Rt. 739 S. Follow 739 S for approximately 14 miles, until you come to the trafyc light in
Dingmans Ferry. Turn right at the light onto Route 209 S. Continue on Rt. 209 S for approximately 5 miles until

you see PEEC sign. Turn right onto Briscoe Mountain Rd. Turn right at the yrst stop sign onto Emery Rd. PEEC will
be on the right.

FROM PHILADELPHIA, HARRISBURG, ALLENTOWN, PA: (Interstate 80 Eastbound)

Philadelphia: Take Rt. 476 N to Rt. 22 E to Rt. 33 N to 1-80 East
Harrisburg: Take 1-81 N to 1-80 East
Allentown: Take Rt. 78 E to Rt. 33 N to 1-80 East

From I-80: Take Exit 309 to Route 209 N. Follow Route 209 for about 3 miles and turn right at the light. Continue
north on Rt. 209 for 14 miles. You will see signs for PEEC between mile markers 8 and 9. Turn left onto Briscoe
Mountain Rd. Turn right at the yrst stop sign onto Emery Rd. PEEC will be on the right.

FROM NEW JERSEY: (Interstate 80 Westbound)

Shore points and South Jersey: Take the Garden State Pkwy. N to Rt. 287 N to 1-80 W.

Trenton and Central Jersey: Take Rt. 31 N to Rt. 46 W to 1-80 W.

North Jersey: Get on 1-80 W.

From 1-80: Go through Delaware Water Gap ($.75 toll). Take Exit 309 to Rt. 209 N. Follow Rt. 209 about 3 miles
and turn right at the light. Continue north on Rt. 209 for 14 miles. You will see signs for PEEC between mile markers
8 and 9. Turn left onto Briscoe Mountain Rd. Turn right at the yrst stop sign onto Emery Rd. PEEC will be on

the right.

FROM SUSSEX COUNTY, NJ: (Route 206 North)
Take Route 206 N to Milford Bridge ($.75 toll). Turn left onto Rt. 209 S. Continue on Rt. 209 S for 7.9 miles. Turn
right onto Briscoe Mountain Rd. Turn right at the yrst stop sign onto Emery Rd. PEEC will be on the right.
